Pendulum

Tips and Reminders

Part A- How does angle of release influence the period?
Make sure you answer all the questions in the lab relating to this part of the lab and draw out your graph on a half sheet of graph paper

Part B- How does the length of pendulum influence the period? And also gravity?
You will do three trials, each at the same angle, but each with a different length of pendulum.  Make sure to record this length accurately.

-You must fill out all of page 126, including the detailed lab procedure

-You must make a data table on page 127 that has all of your data, including the g= formula with 3 steps for each of the three trials.

Go Further-How does the mass influence the period.
On a separate sheet of paper, write up a lab procedure, and a data table to record your results of three separate trials, each with a different mass(but same angle of release and length of pendulum).  You don’t need to calculate the official mass, just know for the three trials which one was heaviest, medium, and lightest.  You may have to share the metal masses or wait until another group is done before you can get more.
