Science Notebook

Each student will bring to class everyday and maintain a binder, folder, or notebook strictly for science.  You are expected to keep an ongoing and up to date, table of contents for your notebook.  Notebooks will be expected to include both graded and non-graded papers such as; notes, charts, graphs, and lab exercise sheets.

The science notebook will be collected and graded periodically throughout the course of the semester.  I will also call for them occasionally at unannounced times to monitor your entries.  Grades for the notebook will be based on both neatness and accuracy.  A student’s notebook is generally their greatest indicator for success in this science class.  A good grade in the notebook generally indicates a good grade overall for the class.

Employability

Behavior
